(for the places still available after examination I) 
Registration interval:  Sep 28, 2009 – Oct 02, 2009 
Competition interval:   Oct 05, 2009 – Oct 06, 2009 
The doctoral studies in UPT take place according to RODSUND Regulation (click) approved by the Senate. The  
categories of doctoral studies are: full time and part time. 

The registration fee for the admission competition is 100 RON for full time and part time studies. UPT employees do not 
pay the registration fee. 

The fee for part time and tuition paying full time doctoral studies is 3000 RON for candidates registered in the  
academic year 2009/2010.  

The test for the linguistic competence certificate takes place at The Faculty of Civil Engineering, Department for 
Communication and Foreign Languages, 3rd floor, room 303. 

The fee for the linguistic test is paid at The Department for Communication and Foreign Languages, Faculty of Civil 
Engineering. 

The registration fee for doctoral studies is paid at UPT Pay Office. 

CANDIDATES WILL BRING FOR REGISTRATION : 
Two files with the following documents: (the files are obtained from The Doctoral Department at registration)

- receipt for registration fee; 
- application form - obtained from The Doctoral Department, Rectorate ; 
- registration cards - obtained from The Doctoral Department, Rectorate ; 
- 2 photocopies of university studies diploma - one of them certified by notary public; 
- 2 photocopies of baccalaureate diploma - one of them certified by notary public; 
- 2 photocopies of birth certificate - one of them certified by notary public; 
- 2 photocopies of marriage certificate (ladies only) - one of them certified by notary public; 
- 2 photocopies of name change certificate (if applicable) - of them certified by notary public; 
- 2 photocopies of Master’s diploma  - of them certified by notary public; 
- 1 photocopy of transcript of records - certified by notary public; 
- linguistic competence certificate.

For graduates of university programmes prior to the those organized in the Bologna system, registration for doctoral 
studies does not depend upon graduation of Master’s studies. 
 
For graduates of university programmes organized in the Bologna system, registration for doctoral studies does 
depend upon graduation of Master’s studies.
